Ms. Allan had a colorful and magical childhood, growing up in the unique environment of
Gateway. Her fragile and heartfelt memories include climbing the windmill steps,
watching The Fantasticks from the now vanquished barn balcony seats, learning
fertilizing techniques from her grandfather’s prized dahlia planting excursions,
uncovering her grandmother’s fashion design sketches, cracking up at her mother’'s
comic performances, being coached by her D-J Dad, while recording voice-overs and
taking direction from her Uncle David-David whilst playing Ngana in “South Pacific”. (Not
to mention her first holding hands experience- backstage with her co-star, “Jerome”.)
